Curriculum describes what students are
expected to learn. Alberta Education
develops the curriculum in consultation with
teachers, administrators, parents,
representatives from post-secondary
institutions, and professional and community
groups.

Teachers use the curriculum to plan learning
activities that meet their students’ needs and
abilities. They regularly assess student
progress, reporting to parents, students and
administrators.

Provincial Achievement Tests

As well as being assessed by their teachers,
students write provincial achievement tests in
grades 3, 6 and 9. Grade 9 students write
tests in English language arts, mathematics,
science and social studies. Parents can
obtain information on the tests and their
child’s test results from their child’s school.
