willingness to work with others, overall effort shown. 
 
High School Diploma Award – selected by the Awards Committee

The recipient of this award will be a graduating Grade 12 student who 
obtains the highest aggregate standing in a minimum of four 5 credit Grade 
12 courses. Courses to include are English 30-2 and Social 30/33 plus two 
other 5-credit courses – teacher assigned grades. 
 
Governor General Award – selected by the Awards Committee    
Bronze Medal and Certificate issued by the Government of Canada 
 
A BRONZE medal is awarded to the student who achieves the highest 
average in all grade 11 and 12 courses upon graduation from a 
secondary school. Equitability of access for the entire student population is 
an important aspect of the Medal’s value.  Regardless of the stream or the 
subjects chosen, all students are eligible for consideration upon graduation. 
 
NOTE: 

� The average is based on the final two years of the high school 
program. 

� The highest average cannot be anticipated; it must be calculated 
based on final results after provincial exams. 

� Courses taken after graduation to upgrade marks are not to be 
included.

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� Vice-Principal 
� All Physical Education Teachers

Selection Process: 
1. Each coach/supervisor must submit to the principal a list of all students 

who participated in each of the recognized activities he or she 
coached/supervised. 

2. The principal will compile and distribute the lists ( in #1 above) to all 
coaches/supervisors, so that they are aware of individuals who meet the 
necessary criteria for this award (criteria #2). 

3. Nominations are submitted to the principal (any member of the 
committee may nominate candidates).  

4. The principal shall provide each coach/supervisor with a “Coaches 
Appraisal Rating Sheet” for each of the nominees.  This appraisal is to be 
completed by the coach/supervisor of each activity in which the 
nominees participated, and should be on a point basis in which the 
nominees participated, and should be on a point basis (10 being the 
highest) according to the various aspects of the activity (time 
commitment involved, attitude, improvement, sportsmanship, team play, 
skill level, level of competition, etc.).  

5. Using the information and whatever other sources available, the 
committee should narrow the list of nominees down to two or three 
candidates.  (This would be done only if more than three candidates 
were nominated.  Otherwise, go on to #6 below.) 

6. From the final list of candidates, an ATHLETE OF THE YEAR (Male and 
Female) should be determined through a secret ballot. 

 
Note:  A resume of each award winner must be submitted by each of his/her 

coaches/supervisors.  From these, one final resume will be written for 
the sponsors of the awards (to be read at the awards ceremony).

 7.   Football

7. The athlete should have demonstrated an above average degree of 
athletic ability in all activities he or she participated in. 

8. The athlete should have “excelled” in one or more of those activities he 
or she participated in. 

9. The athlete should have demonstrated leadership abilities on and off the 
court, field, course, or rink that has made him or her a respected 
individual in the eyes of the staff, fellow athletes, and the student body in 
general. 

10. The athlete should have demonstrated athletic, personal, and 
sportsmanship abilities and qualities that have brought the pride and 
respect to himself/herself and KAHS in the view of the community, 
opponents, and others (others referring to other schools, communities, 
administrators, and coaches). 

11. The athlete should demonstrate to all a desire to better him/herself 
through athletics at KAHS. 

12. Above all, the athlete should be an example, or epitomize the type of 
athlete and individual who KAHS strives to develop through the 
sponsorship of extra-curricular athletics. 

 
Selection Committee 
Composition shall be as follows, with each person on the committee having 
one vote (no individual can receive more than one vote by virtue of filling 
more than one position on the selection committee): 
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� Principal (shall be responsible for the organization and conduct 
of all meetings, as well as the tabulation of votes) 

� Vice-Principal 
� All Physical Education Teachers 
� The coaches/supervisors of each of the activities listed in 

Criteria #2 
 
Selection Process: 
7. Each coach/supervisor must submit to the principal a list of all students 

who participated in each of the recognized activities he or she 
coached/supervised. 

8. The principal will compile and distribute the lists ( in #1 above) to all 
coaches/supervisors, so that they are aware of individuals who meet the 
necessary criteria for this award (criteria #2). 

9. Nominations are submitted to the principal (any member of the 
committee may nominate candidates).  

10. The principal shall provide each coach/supervisor with a “Coaches 
Appraisal Rating Sheet” for each of the nominees.  This appraisal is to be 
completed by the coach/supervisor of each activity in which the 
nominees participated, and should be on a point basis in which the 
nominees participated, and should be on a point basis (10 being the 
highest) according to the various aspects of the activity (time 
commitment involved, attitude, improvement, sportsmanship, team play, 
skill level, level of competition, etc.).  

11. Using the information and whatever other sources available, the 
committee should narrow the list of nominees down to two or three 
candidates.  (This would be done only if more than three candidates 
were nominated.  Otherwise, go on to #6 below.) 

12. From the final list of candidates, an ATHLETE OF THE YEAR (Male 
and Female) should be determined through a secret ballot. 

 
Note:  A resume of each award winner must be submitted by each of his/her 

coaches/supervisors.  From these, one final resume will be written for 
the sponsors of the awards (to be read at the awards ceremony).

One of the main things that this 
committee looks at is your community involvement, especially with the 
volunteer section.  Make sure you have something to put into this section.

(in the library) or on the internet. It is the responsibility of you, the student, 
to check this list and we suggest that you start early as there are a few 
scholarships that have a fall application deadline.

6. LETHBRIDGE COMMUNITY COLLEGE REGISTRATION 

You can start to register anytime now but you should be registered no later 
than March 1.  Yes, you can register after that date, but then you are likely to 
be put on a waiting list because most of the courses will be full. 

 
7. UNIVERSITY OF LETHBRIDGE 

Again, there is no real deadline for this but January 1st is the deadline for a 
number of their scholarships.  Early entrance scholarships all must be in by 
that date.  Remember to register for the U of L.  You must have English 30, 
three other 30 level courses that require a diploma (except for French 30 
and Math 31), and you must have one other 30(33) level 5-credit course.  
Averaging all of these 5, you must have an average of 68% to get in on an 
early entrance guarantee.
